Sergey Glebov, From Empire to
Eurasia: Politics, Scholarship, and
Ideology in Russian Eurasianism,
1920s—1930s (DeKalb: Northern
Illinois University Press, 2017).

Sergey Glebov offers the reader
a brilliant account of one of the
most fascinating intellectual move-
ments in the Russian emigration.
The Eurasian thinkers were young
exiles who, at the beginning of
the 1920s, argued that the former
Russian Empire constituted a third
continent — “Eurasia” — between
Europe and Asia and that Western
institutions such as parliamentarian
democracy and capitalism were in-
adequate for this continent. Glebov
analyzes Eurasianism based on more
archival sources than anyone before
and persuasively places the thinking
of the Eurasianists in the struggles
of modernity in late imperial Russia
and Europe. He argues that Eurasian-
ism was an “imperial phenomenon”
not only in the sense of an ideology
of restoring the empire but “the
product of the imperial situation, of
the unevenness and heterogeneity of
the social and cultural space of impe-
rial Russia, in which the conspicuous
absence of bourgeois institutions
coexisted with the rising critique
of the philistine bourgeois order by
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
