This is a collection of articles that explore theological, spiritual and literary heritage of
Kyrylo Tranquillion Stavrovetsky (11646), a distinguished monastic theologian, preacher,
writer and publisher. As one of the most prominent representatives of the ecclesiastical and
cultural revival in the 17 c. Ukraine, Stavrovetsky made a lasting impact on theology; litera-
ture and practical Church life of the epoch. In this volume, scholars from Germany, Poland
and Ukraine using interdisciplinary and comparative approach make an attempt to situate
this famous ‘preacher of the Word of God’ in the broader context of the early Baroque pe-
riod and draw his intellectual portrait. Contributors focus their research mainly on such
works of Stavrovetsky as Mirror of Theology [Perlo Mnohotsinnoye] (1618), Didactic Gospel
[Uchytelnoye Yevanheliye] (1619), and The Priceless Perl [Perlo Mnohotsinnoye] (1646). The
articles included in this volume were delivered during the international conference under the
same title held at the Ukrainian Catholic University (Lviv) and the Monastery of Univ, April
23-252015.

KYIVAN CHRISTIANITY

The serial publication, Kyivan Christianity, launched in 2013, disseminates
scholarly findings, produced by the Research Program at the Humanities Fac-
ulty and the Faculty of Philosophy and Theology under the auspices of the
Ukrainian Catholic University. The Program is entitled Kyivan Christianity and
the Uniate Tradition. It is supported by the UGCC Synod of Bishops, and seeks
to strengthen the prophetic voice of the Kyivan Church as it promotes unity
among the Ukrainian Churches, which emerged from Volodymyr’s baptism
of Kyivan Rus’. One of the public aspects of the program is the project United
Ukraine and the Kyivan Tradition, initiated in 2015 and still running well. This
project has provided a good venue for publicly articulating ecclesial identity of
the Kyivan Church and for voicing the idea that the Kyivan Church girded the
millennium-long relationship between Ukrainian culture and Christianity. The
academic goal of the program is to critically study the theological, canonical,
social, and cultural sources of the Kyivan Metropolitanate. This study offers a
comparative analysis of the sources within the broader context of various Chris-
tian Byzantine traditions, including those of the Latin West and Eastern Ortho-
dox communities. In addition, the sources of the traditions that were part of
the Uniate ecclesial idea (doctrine) prevalent across Slavic lands are also stud-
ied. Special attention is paid to the interdisciplinary study of the Kyivan tradi-
tion as it developed on the borderlands between the East and West. At its core
the Kyivan tradition constitutes essentially the Slavonic Byzantine rite, name-
ly, the Eastern Liturgy, which eventually formulates its inherent theological
thought, local canon law, unified canonical territory, native spirituality, shared
social, cultural and religious practices, its codified Church Slavonic language,
and its well-established historic past. Together, these were the fundamental ele-
ments of the cultural heritage of the period, while in more modern times these
elements paved the way for the formation of national identities and the emer-
gence of new ecclesial communities across Eastern and Central-Eastern Europe.
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
