. 83. Priests shall not be absent from their rectories after midnight,
except for the care of the sick or for some other urgent reason.

c. 84. Whenever a priest entrusted with the care of souls must leave
his rectory even for a few hours, he shall leave the telephone number of
the address at which he could be reached in case of emergency.

c. 85. Each year priests are entided to a vacation of twenty days, includ-
ing two Sundays. If a substitute should be required, he shall be paid
the same salary as the vacationing priest from the treasury ofthe parish
or the ecclesiastical institute, as the case may be, but shall be procured
by the pastor for himself as well as for a vacationing assistant.

c. 86. Ifduring a certain year a vacation should not be taken for any
reason whatsoever, the vacation time of that year cannot be added to
that ofanother year without the special permission ofthe Metropolitan.

c. 87. A priest must obtain the previous approval of the Metropoli-
tan in order to take his annual vacation. In applying for permission, he
shall submit the name of the subtitute, or explain how the needs of the
parish will be satisfied in his absence.

c. 141. The general law allows pastors to take an annual vacation of
forty days for purposes of recreation. However, inasmuch as all priests,
including pastors, are entitled to take one day off a week from their
normal duties, pastors shall limit their annual vacation to a period of
twenty days, which may include two Sundays.

c. 89. Priests must be mindful at all times of the social teachings of
the Church especially in their dealings with employees of the parish or
institution under their administration.

c. 123. The generic term pastor applies to all priests who have the care
of souls; as a title, it applies without qualifications to priests who are
entrusted with the spiritual and temporal administration of a parish,
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either permanently, e.g., rectors, or temporally, e.g., administrator (vi-
carii administrators) and auxiliary pastors (vicarii adiutores). Other
priests who have the care of souls are called assistant pastors (vicarii
cooperatores) or curates.

c. 124. A pastor cannot exercise his jurisdiction beyond the territorial
limits of his parish except to administer the sacraments to his parishio-
ners who are in the danger of death or to hear their confessions.

c. 130. Although pastors are not bound to offer the Holy Sacrifice daily,
the faithful should rarely be left without an opportunity to assist at
the Divine Liturgy even on week days.

c. 132. It shall be the duty of a pastor to oversee that members of
his family and household give good example to the parishioners by as-
sisting at the Divine Liturgy and other services offener than strictly
demanded by Church law.

c. 133. Pastors are strictly forbidden to introduce changes in the ad-
ministration of the sacraments and the sacramentals or in the celebra-
tion of services and devotions, but must adhere to the norms estab-
lished by the Apostolic See, the Metropolitan, and approved customs.

c. 134. From time to time pastors shall encourage the faithful to make
bequests in their last wills and testaments in behalf of the parish church,
the Archeparchial Seminaries, and other insitutions of the Archeparchy
as well as the charitable causes of the Church; they shall explain that in
many states of the United States such charitable bequests are valid only if
made at least one month prior to the death of the testator.

c. 136. The obligation of residence within the parish and at the rectory
is not fulfilled by mere personal presence, but rather by continual and
active discharge of the priestly ministry.

c. 138. Regardless of the cause of absence, a pastor who should find
it necessary to leave his parish for more than a week must obtain the
permission of the Metropolitan and shall provide a substitute to be ap-
proved by the Metropolitan.

c. 139. Even ifan absence of less than one week should be necessary,
the pastor shall always provide for the spiritual needs of his flock dur-
ing his absence.

c. 140. Unless a serious reason demands otherwise, no priest who
has the care of souls may absent himself from his parish during Lent
and Advent.

c. 302. Parish priests, as a rule, are obliged to administer Holy Com-
munion to their parishioners confined in a hospital located even be-
yond the territorial limits of their respective parishes. However, if
the hospital should be located within the territory of another pastor of
the Archeparchy, and is more than 25 miles distant from the residence
ofthe proper pastor, the local pastor shall be obliged to administer Holy
Communion - Holy Viaticum and Easter Communion included - and
other sacraments, although the proper pastor can do it too.

c. 303. Parish priests are not permitted to delegate priests of an-
other rite, including hospital chaplains, the duty of administering the
sacraments to their parishioners, except in the case of extreme urgency,
distance, or inavailability of a neighboring priest of our rite.

c. 304. The custom of bringing Holy Communion once a month to
those unable to come to church, e.g., the bedridden, recluses, etc., shall
be introduced everywhere. It is a matter of strict duty for the pastor and
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his assistants not only to comply with the wishes of the aforesaid, but,
moreover, to offer their ministrations unhesitantly.

c. 305. Parish priests are obligated to visit and to administer to their
parishioners confined in a hospital or similar institution even outside
the administration of the last rites.

c. 306. Although there is no strict obligation, parish priests are
urged to visit also those parishioners in the aforesaid institutions who
are confined there merely for a medical check-up or as maternity cases.

c. 648. Stole fees given by the faithful on occasion ofvarious sacerdotal

functions shall be governed by the following norms:

a Inparisheswith only one priest, all such stole fees belong to the pastor,
subject to the share accruing to the cantor if local custom decrees it.

O In parishes with one or more assistants, all stole fees received on
the occasion of baptism, confirmation, marriage, funeral services,
and the administration of such sacramentals as the blessing of food,
the anointing with blessed oil, churching, and others, belong to the
pastor in its entirety, if he is obliged to provide for the table, lodging
and laundry of his assistants. The latter are obliged to perform all
these functions without special remuneration.

If the pastor does not provide for the food, lodging, and laundry
for some or non of this assistants, the total of all the stole fees of each
month, no distinction being made in regard to who performed the vari-
ous functions, shall be divided in shares, one accruing to each of the
assistants and two shares to the pastor. Assistants who board on their
own shall be given their share.

Assistants who for any reason whatsoever were absent from their
duties shall not participate in the sharing of the stole fees which were
accumulated during their absence. Annual vacations and sicknesses
shall be regarded as absence only if a substitute had to be appointed,
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to whom either food and lodgding had to be provided by the pastor, or
who actually was remunerated by receiving the absent assistant’ share.

If in accordance with local custom the cantor receives a portion of
the stole fees, which as a rule should not exceed one fifth, he shall be
entitled to them only when he actually performed his duties, and after
expenses for transportation and other incidentals have been deducted.
In case the blessing of homes and of graves is performed by more than
one priest, the cantor shall be entided to furnish assistants, who may be
accepted by the pastor only if they are capable of carrying out their duty.

C. 649. Priests assigned to other than pastoral appointments, as e.g., in
Archeparchial institutions, as chaplains in convents, etc., will receive a sal-
ary determined in each individual case by the Metropolitan. The amount
oftheir duties, other possible income, professional experience, and years in
the priesthood will be taken into consideration. The respective institution
is obliged to pay for them the premiums for medical and hospitalization
insurance as well as Social Security tax.

«In accordance with the prescription of Canon 522, the Canadian Con-
ference of Catholic Bishops hereby decrees that pastors of parishes may
be appointed for a renewable six-year term; such decision shall be made
after the consultation with the Presbyteral Council».

Commentary: Decree Ne 5, approved by the Conference, October 23,
1984, was reviewed by the Apostolic See (letter of Apostolic Nuncia-
ture, Prot. Ne 20506, March 8, 1985).

Pastors of parishes may now be appointed in one of two ways: either
for an indefinite term, or for a six-year term, renewable. The decree does
not provide for terms oflonger or shorter duration.

Likewise, the decree does not require that all pastors in a diocese be
appointed either for a term or indefinitely; the diocesan bishop is free
to make the choice at the time of the appointment.

However, before implementing the decree, the diocesan bishop must
consult with the Presbyteral Council; the law does not call for the con-
sent of the Council, but for its advice.

While no specific limit has been placed on the number of terms a
pastor can hold, the spirit of the legislation is such that if a term ap-
pointment has been made, the pastor, after anumber ofyears of service
in a given parish, could expect a transfer to another one.

Pastors who have been appointed to their present parishes under
another system of appointments would observe the terms of this ap-
pointment until its expiry.

c. 27. Although exhorted to make them more frequently, secular clerics
are obliged to make a retreat at least once every three years.

c. 28. Besides priests who are incardinated in the Archeparchy and
those who hold an ecclesiastical office therein, all other secular priests
residing in the Archeparchy, either permanently or for more than one
year, are obliged to participate in the Archeparchial program of retreats.

c. 29. Priests past seventy years of age are exempted from the com-
mon retreat if they are retired or ifthey hold an appointment as pastor
emeritus, however, they are required to make a private retreat.

c. 30. The Metropolitan alone can excuse a priest from this obliga-
tion in a particular case and for a grave reason.

c. 34. After the completion oftheir formal studies, all priests are obliged
to take an examination every year for five consecutive years on matters
taken from Dogmatic and Moral, Theology, Canon Law, Sacred Scrip-
ture, Church history, and Liturgy.

c. 35. The examination will begin with the first general examination
one year after ordination to the priesthood.

c. 36. Any priest who considers his assignment too distant from the
place designated for the examination may take the examination before
the diocesan board of examiners of a Latin rite diocese, after he has
obtained the permission of the Metropolitan.

c. 38. A priest from another eparchy who receives and accepts an
appointment in the Archeparchy must present evidence attesting that
he satisfactorily passed the junior clergy examinations of the jurisdic-
tion with which he was affiliated formerly in order to be exempted from
those of the Archeparchy. Any priest who cannot produce such evi-
dence is obliged to take the examinations according to these Statutes,
regardless of the year of his ordination.

c. 39. Thefollowing exemptions are hereby established:

1 A doctorate in Sacred Theology exempts from all examinations ex-
cept those in Canon Law.

2. A Licentiate in Sacred Theology exempts from all examinations in
Dogmatic and Moral Theology.

3. A Licentiate in Canon Law exempts from all examinations in Canon Law.

4. Other academic degrees exempt from examinations pertaining to
the subjects in which they were attained.

5. Adoctoral dissertation, a scholarly publication, as well as any other
literary work may be accepted in lieu of the prescribed examina-
tions or any part thereof.

6. Anexemption from an examination or any part thereofmay be granted
also in other worthy cases by the Metropolitan. However, even though
they may have undertaken them for the benefit of an Archeparchial
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institution, those pursuing secular studies are not thereby exempt from
the examination prescribed by the Apostolic See. Therefore, anyone
justifiably hindered shall request another date.

c. 43. All the clergy are obliged to participate in the ordinary and ex-
traordinary clerical conferences.

c. 44. The ordinary clerical conferences shall take place within each
protopresbyterate during the fall of each year, unless the Metropolitan
directs otherwise. The exact date, time, and place of each conference
will be announced in the Archeparchial Bulletin.

c. 46. The ordinary clerical conferences shall be preceded by a sol-
emn celebration of the Divine Liturgy. All the priests of the protopres-
byterate, vested in cassock and epitrachelion, shall actively participate
in the Divine Liturgy from the very opening prayer. The protopresbyter
appoints the celebrant, the co-celebrant, the assisting priest, the can-
tors, and also assigns the duties to the other priests.

c. 50. Thefollowing are obliged to attend the conferences:

1 All secular clerics attached to, or merely residing within, a given

protopresbhyterate;

2. All religious clerics who have the care of souls;

3. All other religious clerics who have obtained from the Metropol-
itan the faculty for the hearing of confessions, except those who
reside in monasteries where similar conferences are being held,
provided the superior of each monastery informs the Chancery
of the aforesaid conferences.

c. 51. Anyone prevented from participating in the conference shall
notify' the protopresbyter of the cause prior to the day designated for its
convocation. In his report the protopresbyter shall mention and express
his personal opinion as to the justness of the cause alleged by the absentee.
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c. 52. Hie parish where the conference is to be held is permitted to
provide a modest luncheon at the expense of the parish treasury.

c. 54. In the fall issue of the Archeparchial Bulletin the Chancery shall
publish three cases dealing with the various tracts of Sacred Theology,
giving particular attention to new decrees, responses, etc. promulgated
by the Apostolic See.

c. 55. The solutions of the cases are to be presented in writing. Each
case shall be resolved according to the following outline:

Statement of the theoretical principles which apply to the case;
Statement of the practical solution of the case;

Defense of the proposed solution in terms of the theoretical
principles.

The works of recognized theologians, canonists, etc., shall be em-
ployed to substantiate each solution, and each solution is to be
the product ofthe individual effort and diligence of each priest.

c. 61. Priests are discouraged to visit former parishioners.
c. 62. The laity residing at the rectory must not be permitted to in-
trude in parochial affairs or to disturb the common life of the clergy,
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and their wishes may not be given precedence over those of the priests
assigned to the rectory.

c. 63. The duties of the woman in charge of the housekeeping must
be confined to the temporalities of the rectory. It is strictly forbidden
to make the aforesaid a confidant in parochial matters, even though
the woman may be a relative of the pastor.

c. 65. Even though their stay may be of short duration, all clerics, secu-
lar and religious, are strictly bound to wear their clerical garb at all
times and in all places within the Archeparchy, except when engaged
in some form of physical activity during which the wearing of clerical
garb would not be suitable.

c. 66. Priests incardinated or accepted for service in the Archepa-
rchy are bound to wear clerical garb everywhere, even outside the
Archeparchy, and while vacationing.

c. 67. The form of clerical garb shall conform to the traditions of
our rite, as re-established by the Apostolic See, and as modified by local
circumstances. Wherefore, the following regulations shall be observed:

1 Preferably, the cassock shall be ofthe form in this country called
Jesuit or Semi-Jesuit style.

2. The cassock shall always be worn in church and whenever a sac-
rament or saramental is to be administered; it is desired that the
cassock also be worn when receiving parishioners at the rectory;
elsewhere a black suit and Roman collar shall be worn.

3. Lectors, subdeacons, deacons, and priests, in accordance with
a decree of the Apostolic See, are obliged to wear a rason with
broad sleeves over their cassock during divine services and while
administering a sacrament or a sacramental whenever liturgical
prescriptions do not demand that the sticharion be worn.

4. Priests shall receive callers at the rectory only in clerical garb.
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5. Candidates for the priesthood shall likewise dress in black
clothes; lectors shall wear a black tie, subdeacons and deacons
the Roman collar.

My6nivHi BUCTYNN

c. 71. Appearances before a radio or television audience shall be gov-
erned by the following norms:

1 Secular and religious clerics as well as lay members of any reli-
gious institute must obtain special permission to make an ap-
pearance on a television program or to speak on the same radio
program more than once, unless the Catholic program is orga-
nized under the supervision of a Catholic Bishop.

2. Any monastery or school that wishes to present a program on
any radio or television station, and all Catholic organizations
preparing a program for broadcast, also need the permission of
the Metropolitan.

c. 72. Every secular priest shall make a last will and testament accord-
ing to the requirements of civil law within three months after his or-
dination or within three months after he has been accepted either for
a definite or indefinite period of time for service in this Archeparchy.
c. 73. A sealed copy of the last will and testament shall be either de-
posited with the Chancery, or the Chancery must be informed in writ-
ing of the place where it can be found after the death of the priest.
c. 75. In drawing up his last will and testament each priest should
guide himself by the following directives:
1 He shall draw up his last will and testament according to the
laws of the state where it will be executed.
2. He should not bequeath to his family or employees more than
that which is customarily left to such persons by the clergy, lest
scandal be occasioned.
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3. He should make provision for Divine Liturgies and other ser-

vices to be celebrated for the repose of his soul.

4. He should not fail to leave bequests to charitable institutes, ex-

pecially the Archeparchial Seminaries.

5. He should bequeath relics, sacred vessels, and sacred vestments

only to priests, churches or other ecclesiastical institutions.

6. He should bequeath his library to the Archeparchial Seminaries,

c. 77. At least one of the executors of a priest s last will and testament
should be a member of the clergy. A separate letter of instructions shall
be adressed to the executor providing for the satisfaction of all unsatis-
fied intentions for the Divine Liturgy as evidenced in the Intention Book
and stating that the stipends accepted by the testator shall not accrue to
the executor until the corresponding obligations have been fulfilled.

c. 78. Each priest shall set aside a set of vestments in which he wish-
es to be buried, and shall also leave a letter containing detailed instruc-
tions for his burial.

c. 79. Each priest shall make and have readily available a complete
inventory, exact in every detail in regard to his personal property lo-
cated in or on church premises whose ownership might not be easily
determined, e.g. pieces of furniture, etc., otherwise it shall be presumed
to be the property of the parish or institution.

c. 80. Clerics, especially in the presence of laypersons, are required to
show due reverence and respect in speech and action toward their Hier-
archs: the Roman Pontiff, the Metropolitan and his Syncellus.

c. 8L Clerics shall never criticize, but shall at all times defend and
uphold one another, especially before the laity.

c. 82. The table and furnishings ofa priest sresidence shall not savor
of luxury, but shall reflect a life devoid of excessive material comforts.

c. 91. In places where the local latin rite Ordinary has issued a prohibition
against the frequenting of racing exhibitions or against public participa-
tion in games of chance by the clerics subjected to him, the clerics of the
Archeparchy are likewise forbidden to participate in such activities.

c. 92. Priests shall not enter taverns, bars or hotels, or other similar
places where alcoholic beverages are sold, except for the purpose of tak-
ing meals.

c. 96. A priest may not accept the office of guardian of orphans un-
less they are related to him in the direct line of consanguinity, or with
the permission of the Metropolitan.

c. 98. Clerics are not permitted to write the last will and testament
for lay persons or to act as executors thereof unless they are related to
them in the direct line of consanguinity or, in the case of married cler-
ics, the person is his wife.

Since in the Catholic priesthood advanced age is not a reason
for retirement from active service in the Church but only incapability
incurred for whatever cause, provisions for the necessary support of
disabled priests ofwhatever age may be made by the Metropolitan upon
request in each individual case, taking into consideration all the needs
of the priest.

rience which will be gained in the next years, and they could be made

permanent after an evaluation period of three years.

1 The Archeparchial Senate of Priests (ASP) consists of fifteen member
priests. The bishop may call as participants in a meeting also other priests.
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2.

Five of the fifteen members shall be ex officio members, such as
the archeparchial protosyncellus (vicar general), the archeparchial
econome, the archeparchial vicar judicial, the chancellor, or in their
absence, priests appointed by the bishop.

The members shall be elected from these categories of priests:

1) One from priests younger than 35 yrears.

2) Two priests between 35 and 50 years of age.

3) One from priests between 50 and 60 years of age.

4) Two from priests between 60 and 70 years of age.

5) Two from priests in active pastoral work older than 70 years.

6) One from priests who have retired from active pastoral work.

7) One from priests on pastoral assignments who are members of
a religious institute.

These ten priests shall be elected in this manner:

1) Alist ofall eligible priests, separated into age groups according to
the categories listed in Art. 3, shall be forwarded to each priest.

2) He will write in the names of twice the number ot representa-
tives assigned to his age group (1), (3), (6), (7), shall name two
priests; the others four.

3) Those receiving the larger or largest number of votes will be an-
nounced as senators, while the others, in order of the number of
votes cast for each, shall be alternates, either to substitute at meet-
ings for a senator who cannot be present, or to replace a senator
whose membership has been discontinued for whatever reason.

The senators priests shall be in office for three years.

The priests senators shall elect among themselves a chairman, a vice-

chairman and a recording secretary. These officers shall also con-

stitute the executive board of the Senate in charge of preparing the
agenda for the meetings.

he bishop in charge of the administration of the Archeparchy shall

call meetings of the ASP when he needs advice in the establishing

of pastoral policies or on rendering administrative decisions.

The senators will be notified in advance of the agenda in order to

permit them to prepare themselves for an informed discussion.
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Senators or other priests ofthe Archeparchy who wish that the Sen-
ate discuss certain matters shall notify so in advance the chairman
of the Senate, who shall decide with the consent of the bishop in
charge of the Archeparchy whether the question shall become part
of the agenda of the next meeting.

The financial situation of the Archeparchy is at this time such that
senators taking part in meetings are expected to be reimbursed for
travelling expenses from the parish treasury.

With the establishment of the ASP, the Archeparchial Board of
Consultors will retain only those functions which are explicitly re-
served to it by law.
The Board of Consultors will be called to a meeting only when can-
on law orders the bishop to seek their advice or consent.
The number of consultors shall be eight members and two alternates.
All ten shall be called to the meetings, but only the eight members, or
if they are impeded, the alternates, will cast votes.
The protosyncellus (vicar general), the head priest of the cathedral
and the archeparchial econome are by law ex officio members. The
other consultors will be appointed by the bishop from among the
priests who are not members of the ASP.
The bishop may call the Board of Consultors and the ASP to ajoint
meeting.

c. 163. Chaplains are appointed by the Metropolitan for the benefit of
ecclesiastical institutions other than parishes; they should, therefore,
readily accede to the reasonable wishes of the superior of the institute
to which they are assigned in regard to the time and to the temporary
or permanent changes in their schedule.

c. 164. Chaplains are in charge of the institutional oratory insofar
as the observance of all liturgical regulations are concerned. However,
permission for celebrating in the oratory or chapel can be granted to
a priest from another eparchy only by the superior of the institution.
It is the chaplains right and duty to approve a priest who desires to

celebrate, but whose standing in his diocese or religious institute is un-
known and has to be investigated.

c. 165. Although chaplains enjoy ecclesiastical jurisdiction over
those members of the institution who are residing on its grounds, they
must strictly refrain from intervening in the external or internal affairs
of the institution.

c. 168. Chaplains do not have an exclusive right to celebrate services
at the institution. The superior may invite other priests of the Archepa-
rchy to officiate at the services. However, priests ofanother jurisdiction,
of any Catholic rite whatsoever, may be invited only after the chaplain
has been afforded the opportunity to voice objections. If such priests
are invited to preach, but do not have the necessary faculties from the
Metropolitan, they must make application to the Chancery.

c. 169. The superior of the institution has the right to select a retreat
master, who shall obtain the approval of the Metropolitan at least two
weeks before the exercises are scheduled to begin.

c. 170. Requests for the celebration of the Divine Liturgy or other
services made to the institution as such, and not to individual members
in their private capacity, must be handed over with their respective sti-
pends to the chaplain, who is to take care of their celebration at once.

c. 175. Chaplains shall not permit the faithful, adults as well as chil-
dren regularly to assist at the Divine Liturgies celebrated in the oratory
on Sundays and holy days, but shall direct them to attend their parish
churches, unless they are living on the grounds of the institution. Ex-
ceptions to this regulation can only be granted by the Metropolitan.

c. 176. Chaplains of institutions are to receive an annual paid vacation
ofone month; it is the duty ofthe chaplain to provide a substitute priest
during his absence, who shall be remunerated by the institution.

In accordance with the prescriptions of Canon 230 § 1, the Canadian
Conference of Catholic Bishops hereby decrees that if laymen who are
not candidates for the diaconate or the priesthood are to be admitted
to the ministries of Lector and Acolyte, they must be 21 years of age.

In addition, they are to have a serious Christian life and a recog-
nized human maturity a good reputation which would enable them to
assume that responsibility for a community; and must be able to coop-
erate with others and have acquired the competence necessary to exer-
cise the intended ministry.
