Do RiIcH ALSO CRY? ECONOMIC AND PSYCHOLOGICAL ASPECTS
OF SUBJECTIVE WELL-BEING

The article describes some peculiarities of the relation between financial aspects of
persons life and subjective well-being. Money determines life satisfaction until it is
needed for basic needs satisfaction. For people with high income level the role of
money in providing subjective well-being mediates numerous personality and situa-
tional factors. Materialism as the orientation for multiplication of wealth was defined
as a negative determinant of subjective well-being which negatively correlates with
its measures. Unless wealthy people generally have higher levels of subjective well-
being than poor people, economic situation is not the only and usually not the main
aspect of this link. 'This relation is usually mediated by sex, age, social conditions in
the country, circumstances according to which the wealth was reached, together with
personality characteristics such as consciousness, extraversion, neuroticism.
