Purpose. Mass vaccination is one of the most
effective means of overcoming the COVID-19
pandemic, but despite all the evidence of its
effectiveness, safety and availability, in many
countries, including Ukraine, there is a propor-
tion of citizens who do not want to be vaccinated.
Irrational beliefs, belief in conspiracy theories
and fear of vaccination are often referred to as
pronounced traits in the psychological portrait of
those refusing to be vaccinated. However, there
are not many studies that would prove this; such
an assumption has also been little studied in the
context of the COVID-19 pandemic in Ukraine.
Therefore, the aim of this study was to find out
the difference in irrational beliefs, belief in con-
spiracy theories and fear of vaccination between
individuals refusing a COVID-19 vaccination and
those who have already been vaccinated or are
planning to be vaccinated.

Methods. The study was conducted during Jan-
uary and February 2022, and involved 156 peo-
ple aged 18-65 years, most women (83%). At
the time of the survey, most of the participants
lived in the red or orange zones of COVID-19
danger. The lIrrational Belief Scale for COVID-
19 Vaccination (modified version of COVID-19
vaccination anxiety), The Flexible Inventory of
Conspiracy Suspicions, The Fear of COVID-19
Vaccination scale (modified version of The Fear
of COVID-19 Scale) were used.

Results. The most pronounced among the sub-
jects are irrational beliefs that COVID-19 vac-
cines are ineffective against new strains of the
virus and Coronavirus vaccines are insufficiently
tested. Individuals who refuse to be vaccinated
are characterized by the most pronounced irra-
tional beliefs, belief in conspiracy theories and
fear of vaccination compared to those who have
been vaccinated or are planning to be vaccinated
(p =0.00). Among the studied variables, irrational
beliefs are the main statistically significant predic-
tor of refusal to be vaccinated (Wilks' Lambda,
72, F (4,304) = 13,64, p <, 00).

Conclusions. Irrational beliefs, belief in con-
spiracy theories and fear of vaccination are
pronounced features in the psychological por-
trait of individuals refusing a COVID-19 vacci-
nation. Irrational beliefs are a major predictor
of a person's refusal to be vaccinated against
COVID-19. The importance of the increasing
among Ukrainians the scientific literacy and the
dissemination of scientifically proven evidence
of COVID-19 vaccines effectiveness and safety
is discussed.
