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FOREWORD OF THE EDITOR-IN-CHIEF:
THE UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY AS A SPACE
FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF CONNECTED HISTORY
OR HISTOIRE CROISEE

Over the last decade, the Ukrainian Catholic University played a significant role in
providing an interdisciplinary space for the realization of scholarly projects aimed
at promoting the integration of Ukrainian humanities into the European context.
History stood at the forefront of these consistent attempts as a kind of metanarra-
tive, within the epistemological procedures of which significant international con-
ferences took place, such as: “Between Constantinople, Kyiv, Moscow, Suceava,
and Rome: Galician Metropolitanate, 1303-1808 (Greco-Byzantine Heritage,
Kyivan Christian Tradition, and Western Latin Influence)” (2013)!, “Eighteenth-
Century Studies: Ukrainian and Global Perspectives” (2021)2, and in 2016-2017
(in collaboration with Vilnius University) “Orthodox and Uniate Communities
of the Great Duchy of Lithuania: History, Culture, Memory”3. At the same time,
practically every year the Department of History hosted international practical
workshops or theoretical and methodological colloquia, such as the ones dedi-
cated to the archives of foreign diplomatic institutions as sources for the study of

Ukrainian history (2016)4, imperial identities in Ukrainian history (2017)%, and
representations of the image of Napoleon in the national historiographies of
the Eastern European countries.

These projects revealed not only the proximity of thematic interests of scholars
from different historiographical environments but also pointed to the possibili-
ties of transnational and transregional perspective for research cases, manifested
the benefits of comparative and global approaches, intellectual transfers, and
more, that is, these scholarly events foregrounded all the issues which Western
historiographies chose to refer to as entangled history or histoire croisée® for over
two decades. As an example, let us consider the intellectual processes of the con-
struction of the image of emperor Napoleon in different national environments
of Eastern Europe. Only few historians reflected on why the whole generations of
their countrymen imagined this great leader in a certain way and why this image
was different from the representations of Napoleon by their neighbors. When this
issue was voiced, it created not only a common platform that granted a practical
sense to the problem but also made it possible for the representatives of various
historiographical traditions to meet at the crossroads of opinions. These historians
admitted that, but for this professional opportunity, they would hardly ever engage
in such a novel procedure as to explain the profile of Napoleon and the ways of
reasoning about the images of this historical figure in their predecessors. In such
a way, the living culture of histoire croisée is created, which unites by a network of
common views the scholars who work in different countries on thematically close
cases yet who use varying approaches due to divergent discoursive traditions.

This experience is of great importance for the journal that aims to facilitate
the complex and relatively belated modernization of scholarly practices in Ukraine
and other countries of the former Soviet bloc; it is particularly valuable for leav-
ing behind the idols of ethnocentrism and nation-building, which substituted
the Communist ideology”, (for history functioned as propaganda in all these nar-

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ratives). The described experience grants a unique opportunity to use the model
of thematic issues in the journal, the materials for which are adapted for publica-
tion in light of the narrative variants that emerged at the mentioned scholarly
projects, conferences, roundtables, and workshops at UCU.

An important precondition for such an activity creates a periodical “Naukovi
Zapysky UCU, seriia Istoriia”, published by the Ukrainian Catholic University
between 2010 and 2019 (vol. 1-3). Drawing on and rethinking the experience
of publication of this scholarly journal, we seek to make the periodical more
regular, interdisciplinary as well thematically and linguistically better fitting into
the current trends of the international scholarly discourse “Ukrainian Historical
Review” is to become such a new journal. Its name refers to the pioneering ex-
ample of “La Revue Historique” — French historical periodical founded in 1876 by
Gabriel Monod - based on the objective and critical approaches.

So this first issue of “Ukrainian Historical Review” centers around two the-
matic cases. The first one is dedicated to the great jubilees in world history,
the 250-year anniversary of the birth (2019) and the 200-year anniversary of
the death (2021) of the great modernizer and consolidator of Europe Emperor of
the French Napoleon I. The first thematic block contains four essays that, in their
unity, examine and shed light on the traditions of representation of the emperor
in the historical contexts of the countries of Eastern Europe: in Poland, Lithuania,
Belarus, and Ukraine. The authors of these works are the known Napoleon schol-
ars: Dariusz Nawrot, Virgilijus Pugaciauskas, Andrey Lukashevich, and Vadym
Adadurov. Their narratives are based on the knowledge gained over the long-last-
ing scholarly work and thus reflect these scholars’ research experiences and repu-
tation. Despite the shared past in the mentioned countries, the image of Napoleon
that was formed in their historiographies has not only identical features but also
divergent tendencies, which can be explained by the varying processes of nation-
building in the twentieth century and even in our time. Inherently, the images of
Napoleon can tell more about their originators, perpetuators, and the audience
than about the elements of worldview or politics of the legendary historical fig-
ure. In this context, Napoleon is perceived as a marker of national identity rather
than the figure of world history. Thus, the essays in this thematic block should
be considered an intellectual history but not the history that is biographical or
the one based on authentic sources; they should be seen as a study of contempo-
rary national myths but not the events of the beginning of the nineteenth century.
Starting with the ambivalent Polish image of Napoleon, which was chronologically
the first one originating in the nineteenth century, the one created by the social
imagination of the occupied and stateless nation which, though, was harboring

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distinctly imperial ambitions towards Lithuanians, Belarusians, Ukrainians in
the twentieth century, the narratives then shift towards the vision opposite to that
described above; yet these new images do bear a similarity to the first one in their
animosity towards Russia expressed in Ukrainian and Lithuanian images, which
are divided under the influence of the Soviet anti-Western ideological influence.
The Belarusian image appears to be entirely dominated by the discourses of Russia
and the Soviet Union; even in its radical, nationalist version, it allowed for only
a neutral vision of the figure of Napoleon.

The second thematic block consists of seven essays, united by a common
theme: the so-called religious Enlightenment in the social culture of South-East-
ern Voivodeships of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth of the second half of
the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries. This concept popular in contemporary
Polish historiography lacks testing on the examples of non-Latin confessions, par-
ticularly the Greek Uniates, especially with regards to the question of the influ-
ence of secular tendencies on the environments of the traditional religious culture.
Rather well-known as scholars of religious culture, Ukrainian, Polish, and German
authors turn to the source materials of both the publicistic and intra-church origin
(inc. archives) to shed light on different aspects of religious culture, such as the sec-
ular tendencies in the Jesuit schools for the gentry of the Polish-Lithuanian Com-
monwealth (Serhii Seryakov); the presence of the narratives by the representatives
of French Enlightenment in the reading practices of the Uniate monks of the Order
of Saint Basil the Great (Ivan Almes); dictionary-compiling practices in the Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth and the themes of printed publications by the monks of
the Order of Saint Basil the Great in the process of the enlightenment of the lower
classes of the society (Joanna Getka); interrelations between tradition and innova-
tion in the practices of schooling of the monks of the Order of Saint Basil the Great
in the Palatinate of Rus’ (Beata Lorens); a brave formulation of the hypothesis and
the attempts to prove it concerning the question about the presence of the influ-
ence of the Enlightenment in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth on the educa-
tional and auditors” practices of the Greek Uniate hierarchy during the 1780s and
1790s (Valentyna Los’), archetypes and changes in the interconfessional polemics of
the eighteenth century (Natalia Sinkevich). All these articles are united by an appar-
ent attempt to compare the historical contexts and texts of various epochs and also
to juxtapose institutional and worldview processes in different Christian confessions
and countries. This thematic block starts with an autobiographical essay by a well-
known Canadian scholar of the Ukrainian eighteenth-century culture Zenon Kohut
who, through the prism of his individual experience, formulates the conceptual vi-
sion of the main problems which the historians of the transitional period between
Early Modern and Modern societies face.

Several critical reviews of recent monographs by contemporary historians
close the issue — those by Swiss (Andreas Kappeler), Polish (Tomasz Wislicz), and
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Ukrainian (Vitaliy Mykhailovs'kiy) scholars. The reviews are concerned with vari-
ous aspects of sociocultural history, such as the formation and change of the im-
age of Ukraine from the sixteenth through the nineteenth centuries, the role of
Jewish capital in Palatinates of Rus’ of the Lithuanian-Polish Commonwealth in
the eighteenth century, historical toponyms in Palatinate of Podolia of the Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth over the Early Modern period.
